CAREERS

This degree prepares teacher candidates to teach
grade 5-Adult students. Graduates of the Teacher
Education Program are eligible for licensure in West
Virginia, and in other states through reciprocal
agreements.

Students who pursue a degree in Music PK-Adult may
consider a pursuing a minor in Special Education.
Students who receive financial aid should consult
with their academic advisor(s) or the financial aid
office to ensure financial aid coverage of minor
courses.

Helpful Hints

e Semester 6 Landmark—Students should
begin taking PLT and Praxis Il exams this
semester. Both exams must be successfully
completed by the end of Semester 7. By the
end of this semester, students must obtain all
GPAs required for Year-Long Residency ad-
mission. Refer to admission requirements on
the Department of Education webpage.

Semesters 7 & 8—Year-Long Residency. The
social studies program participates in a year-
long residency model. This model enables
teacher candidates to spend a year in the
same classroom with the same students and
cooperating teacher. This model has proven
to deepen the professional relationships
within the school as well provide teacher
candidates with more practical experiences
over longer periods to of time. Our candi-
dates report feeling more effective and confi-
dent during their first year of teaching. Dur-
ing Semester 7 students will be in a school
classroom 4 full days per week. During se-
mester 8, students will be in a school class-
room 5 days per week.
