e  Semester 5 Landmark—At this point, you have
taken all the necessary coursework to apply to
the Teacher Education Program. Note—
candidates must have a 2.5 GPA to apply.

210, EDUC 305, EDUC 306, and EDSP 415.

o Courses marked with an asterisk (*) require
admission to the Teacher Education Program.

e  Semester 6 Landmark—You should take the
Praxis Il and PLT no later than this semester.

e  Semester 7 Landmark—Special Education
Methods Block. These courses must be taken
concurrently. All other coursework except
EDUC 460 must be completed before taking
the block courses.

o  Semester 8 Landmark—Your last semester will
be Supervised Student Teaching! An overall
GPA of 2.75 is required for admission to
Student Teaching.

o Depending on your General Education choices,
students may need to take 1 additional elective
credit to reach 120 total hours.
