COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
CONCORD COLLEGE
AND
CHIANG MAI UNIVERSITY

THIS AGREEMENT. made and entered into as of the 3rd day of
January,1994 by and berween Concord College, hereinafter referred to as
CONCORD, and Chiang Mai University, Facuity of Humanities, hereinafter
referred to as CHIANG MAI U.

WHEREAS, CHIANG MAI U and CONCORD recoguize a common

interest in internationai education; and

WEEREAS, both institutions desire to make internarional study
opportunities availabie to their students in the fieid of Hote! and Toursm
Management, Park-Resort Management, Tourism Ethics, Heritage
management. and others.

WHEREAS, CHIANG MAI U and CONCORD farther desire to cooperate
in establishing a continuing educational relationship for the benefit of the
students of each,

NOW, THEREFORE. in consideration of the mutual consonances and
agreements heremafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1) Bow: institutions shail, annuaily, or often. recommend the other to its
studeats interested in pursuing studies in a foreign country. Both agres to
acespt such students provided they shall have completed not less than one
semester of studies at the other institution. They agree to accept the credits
carned in .accordance with established coilege policies governing the
acceptance Of such transfer credits. Such transfer swdents from either
mstitution pursuant to the terms of this agresment, shall make payment
directly to the transrfer institution for current room. board and other fees.
Both institutions shail inform the other atr least four months prior to the
beginning of the academic year concerning students Wishing to earoil in this
prograrm.

Is undersicod that the admission coiicy of CONCCRD reguires 2 TOEFL
ore or ar [east 300.

4) The collection and processing of admission appiications for s ex {Change
students shail be the responsibiiity of each Institurion. Thev shail be
forwarded as a group avplication and shall inciude copies of each individual
appiication of the candidates, together with transcripts and any other
pertinent academic records. [t shail not be required that individuai
recommendations of the candidates be forwarded. No acpilcation fess shail
be required by either mnstitution.

5) CHIANG MAIL U swdents participating in this program shail be
considered fuil-iime studeats art CONCORD pursuant 0 the terms herein.
and shail te accorded ail the rights and privileges of reguiar studeats at
CONCCRD. This poiicy shail also appiy 10 CONCOR.D students at
CEIANG MAIU.

6) It is understcod that CHIANG MAI U will impiement a Master Degres
Program in the Eagiish language for graduate smudents annuaily Tom May
20 w© Awugust 15, During this seriod two wesiks wiil be biocked or agcn
class sectocn and wiil fearure en"ures Oy guest prorfesscrs from the United
States on summer vacation from their United States teaching
responsibilities. Studeats may eamm 3 credits per course - 2 maximum of 12
¢redits.

7) Exchange studezts who earn 12 credits at CHEIANG MAI U may thea

transrer 10 the CHIANG MAIL U Extension at CONCORD COLLEGE. They

may spezd ! aczdemic vear at CONCCRD and may earn 24 credits

souabie 10 either instituticn. Studears may cicose 0 do an internship in

the Lmtea States for | vear and thea remurn 10 CEIANG MAIL U w0 eam an

a.acunon:u 1Z credits. This same policy shail aopiy 10 CONCORD studezts
lecting an internship in Thailand.
