Concord’s Teacher Education Program is 

designed to provide teacher candidates with opportu-

nities to gain the critical knowledge, skills, and dispo-

sitions needed to teach all children.  

Helpful Hints 

• Semester 1: Natural Science course must be 4-
hours to meet graduation requirement 

• Semester 2: Natural Science course must by 4-
hours to meet minimum credit hours for gradua-
tion. Physical Wellness course must be 3-hours to 
meet minimum credit hours for graduation.  

• Semester 3 Landmark—Students should begin 
taking the Praxis Core exams no later than this 
semester. Praxis prep course and study material/
information available on the CU Department of 
Education webpage. By the end of this semester, 
students should obtain an overall GPA of at least 
2.50 in order to apply for the Teacher Education 
Program no later than Semester 4. 

• Semester 3: ENGL 311 and ENGL 327 will need to 
have the prerequisite of ENGL 301 waived.  Your 
adviser will help with this.   

• Semester 4 Landmark—Students should apply to 
the Teacher Education Program no later than this 
semester. Note—candidates must have a 2.5 GPA 
to apply. Check out the application process 
online!  

• Clinical Experiences 1, II & III require 45-hours in 
a public school. This is outside of course-time.

Helpful Hints 

• Semesters 5—Students must take either POSC 304 
or 329, offered every other year. POSC 304 is a fall 
of even years only offering. POSC 329 is a spring of 
even years only offering. 

• Semester 5: Physical Wellness course must by 3-
hours to meet minimum credit hours for gradua-
tion.  

• Semester 6 Landmark—Students should begin 
taking PLT and Praxis II  exams  this semester. 
Both exams must be successfully completed by the 
end of Semester 7. By the end of this semester, 
students must obtain all GPAs required for Year-
Long Residency admission. Refer to admission 
requirements on the Department of Education 
webpage. 

• Semesters 7 & 8—Year-Long Residency.  The so-
cial studies program participates in a year-long 
residency model. This model enables teacher can-
didates to spend a year in the same classroom 
with the same students and cooperating teacher. 
This model has proven to deepen the professional 
relationships within the school as well provide 
teacher candidates with more practical experienc-
es over longer periods to of time. Our candidates 
report feeling more effective and confident during 
their first year of teaching. During Semester 7 
students will be in a school classroom 4 full days 
per week. During semester 8, students will be in a 
school classroom 5 days per week. 

• ENGL430, EDUC306, EDUC306L, EDUC418 and 
Year-Long Residency courses require admission 
to the Teacher Education Program.
