Semester 5—All educaƟon coursework from this 
semester forward requires TEP admission.  

 

Semester 6 Landmark—Students should begin     
taking Praxis II exams aŌer midterm of this         
semester. The exams must be passed prior to       
Semester 8. By the end of semester 6, students 
must obtain all GPAs required for Residency       
admission, as well as meet Basic Skills Competen-
cy in Reading, WriƟng & Math. Refer to admission  
requirements listed on the Department of Educa-
Ɵon webpage!  

 

Semesters 7 & 8—Year-Long Residency. All          
educaƟon programs parƟcipate in the year-long 
residency  model. This model enables teacher     
candidates to spend a year in the same classroom, 
with the same cooperaƟng teacher. During         
Semester 7 students will be in a public school         
classroom 4 full days per week. During semester 
8, students will be in a  public school classroom 5 
full days per week. Students should not enroll in        
addiƟonal coursework during residency.
